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QUICK REMINDERS

Please can parents label ALL items of chil-
dren’s uniform as this means we can return lost
items to their owners.

Please do not leave children unsupervised on
the junior playground in the morning before the
school doors open.

If they have an accident while playing on the
play equipment there are no staff around.

Any children without an adult will have to be
taken into Breakfast Club and parents charged
for the session.

Please do not let young children play in the Re-
ception outdoor learning area while you are
waiting to collect Year 1 children.

On the new trim trail, one important rule we en-
force is no hanging or spinning upside down
on the ropes. If you're supervising your child on
the trim trail, please help reinforce this rule.
